on May 1, and we make a
few dollars from selling
supplies (bark mix and
Nutricote). On the expense
side, our monthly speakers’
fees are higher than they
were in the past, and we are
purchasing higher quality
plants for the Opportunity
Tables and Auctions. Both of
these cost increases are
worth every penny in the
Board's opinion, as they
provide good value for your
membership dollars.

However, MAGC is not
fortunate to be in as strong
a financial position. As we
have shared with you over
the course of the last year,
MAGC has had to make
drastic cost reductions in
staff and maintenance. And
now they are looking to all
of the "participating
societies” to help offset
operating deficits. We all
love our current meeting
venue, we appreciate the
beauty of MAGC, and we
want to do what we can to
help.

Here is the dilemma: as of
July 1, MOS will have to pay
MAGC a room fee of $30 per
meeting; for our 11 yearly
meetings, this $330 is not
insurmountable. But the
other requirement is that all
members of the
participating societies must
join MAGC, with annual dues
of $25 per member. As one
MOS member observed, this
essentially raises the annual
cost of being a MOS member
to $50 per year, making us
twice as expensive as the
other Bay Area Orchid
societies.

We know that some of MOS
members will be willing and
financially able to pay the
$25 MAGC membership,
while others may not...and
we respect that. However
MOS will be required to pay
the difference, or lose our
meeting rights at MAGC.
